NMUIMEROUS INNOVATIONS AT
EELERXK 2005

The fourteenth edition of the Eastern
European Leisure Exhibition (EELEX),
held in Moscow, Russia, from 20 to 22
December 2005, evidenced the
significant development of the gaming
industry in Eastern European countries.
The absence of a gaming law in Russia,
for which companies in the sector have
been pressing the authorities for some
time, did not detract from the success
of the exhibition, but quite the
contrary. Nevertheless, the
announcement of a tax increase in this
country was the subject most
commented in the stands and aisles of
the show.

EELEX, which has become Europe’s
second most important event in Europe,
after the ICE, presented a high number
of innovations in slot machines, multi-
player electronic roulettes and
equipment.

The 2005 edition included 200
companies with 30 names from the
amusement equipment industry, 42
Casino equipment suppliers and 82
companies featuring slot machines and
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supporting products. This edition’s show
surpassed anything seen before in Eastern
Europe with a total of 94 manufacturers,
37 distributors and 21 operators.

Around 11,900 attendees from 53
countries came to Moscow’s Expocentr
over the three days of the show. About
51% of EELEX visitors come from slot
operating businesses, 14% are Casino
operators and over 16% of the trade show
attendees represent amusement industry.
The record-breaking audience for 2005
showed a three percent increase from
2004, while attracting 72% of 2004
visitors. Newcomers’ contribution to
EELEX is 3.342 people.

EELEX 2005 exhibitors represented all
continents and an impressive number of
nations with 70 Russian, 10 UK and 9
Ukrainian companies. A sufficient share
of participants was made-up of North
American, German, Italian, Spanish and
Slovenian businesses. The trade show
organisers also welcomed Bulgarian,
Latvian, Canadian and Australian
exhibitors.
