The 2007 International Casino
Exhibition (ICE), which opens its
doors on 23-25 January at London’s
Earls Court Exhibition Centre, is on
course to become the biggest and
most comprehensive display of
Casino products and services in its
15-year history.
ICE organisers, Clarion ATE, have
succeeded in growing the show by
36 per cent. In addition to
occupying its established 10,000 m2

Earls Court 2 home, the Casino
display will also cover around a
quarter of the 12,500 m2 ground
floor of Earls Court 1. 
ICE 2007 will welcome 28 new
companies from 19 countries to its
fold. Looking to make a huge impact
with its debut appearance, French
company Caro Developpement is
taking a substantial 201.8 m2 stand – the 12th largest
in the show.
